Three scholarships are given per class for a total of nine one-year scholarships valued at $1,000 ($500/semester.)  A student is eligible to receive this scholarship only once during their academic tenure at Gannon 
The Student Government Association promotes this program and encourages students to apply.  A merit scholarship committee comprised of university officials and graduating student(s) evaluates the information provided on the completed applications and selects nine recipients.  The Financial Aid office awards the scholarships and notifies the students before the close of the semester in April/May.

Academics

Record your current cumulative GPA at Gannon including last semester.  In addition, record the total number of credits and the number of semesters you have made Dean’s List.

Campus Organizations

This category includes any campus clubs or organizations you have been involved with, including athletic teams, Greek organizations (SGA, APB, PT Club, Honors Program, Tau Kappa Epsilon), academic honor societies (Phi Eta Sigma, Lambda Sigma, Omnicron Delta Kappa, etc.) and the professional honor societies (Alpha Tau Delta, Beta Beta Beta, etc.)  Please list the organization, the time you were an active member, and any leadership positions you held within the organization.  

Honors/Awards

Record any awards you received as a student at Gannon.  Include the title of the award, who the award was given by and the number given, the year you received it, and a brief explanation of the award.  Included in this category are: SGA student/representative of the month, Who’s Who, St. Catherine Medal, fraternity/sorority awards, and academic awards.  (Financial Aid and/or monetary awards are not eligible and should not be included.)
Community Service/Volunteer Activities

Record any volunteer work you have done, both on and off campus.  Provide the project or activity, the number of hours spent on the project, the number of years you participated in it, and a description of what you had to do.  

Work/Employment

This category awards points for employment during the fall and spring semesters.  Please include both on-campus and off-campus jobs and the approximate number of hours spent working per week.  

Major Related Work

This category includes any participation in activities related to your major that are not completed during regular class sessions.  Examples include:  attending a conference, having an internship (summer of regular term), conducting research with a faculty member, presenting at a conference, or having a HEAVY involvement with an activity or project within your academic field of study.
